P.A.R.C. CHAPERONE GUIDELINES

1. A chaperone may be a male or female parent of a current rower on the team.

2. The role of a chaperone is to watch, protect and assist team members as necessary and to help the coaching staff when requested.  Any questions or concerns, always defer to the Head Coach first, then to another Palo Alto Rowing Club (P.A.R.C.) coach if the Head Coach is not available. 

3. As a chaperone you are representing P.A.R.C. and setting an example for those in your charge.

4. Be sure you have a written list of each rower’s name under your supervision while traveling to/from regattas or club events, when traveling by air or at a hotel.

5. Once the team members are in the hands of the coaches, you are relieved of your responsibilities.

6. Chaperones are responsible for room and bed checks when staying in a hotel.  You should feel comfortable speaking to team members who are misbehaving or violating the club rules.  If you feel uneasy at any time, speak to the Head Coach.  

7. Any discipline for improper activity is the responsibility of the Head Coach.  If the Head Coach is not present or available when the activity occurs, manage the situation as you see fit and report it to the Head Coach as soon as possible.  The Head Coach will make the decision to impose disciplinary action as necessary for the particular situation.

8. It is important that you communicate with the Head Coach, or other P.A.R.C. coaches, in as timely manner as possible if you see anything that you feel is out-of-line or questionable.  

9. Chaperones MAY NOT, under any circumstances, drink alcoholic beverages when supervising, monitoring or driving team members.  You may be called on unexpectedly at any time to assist team members so you MAY NOT drink alcoholic beverages anytime during the day that you will be chaperoning for P.A.R.C.
